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Joseph Rotblat, the Nobel Peace prize-
winning physicist  is not as well-known 
around the world as some other Nobel laure-
ates.  

Eric Bednarski aims to change that.  

“The Strangest Dream” was directed by Hali-
fax filmmaker and Pugwash Peace 
Exchange member Bednarski, and 
produced by Kent Martin and the 
National Film Board of Canada. It 
first premiered in Halifax at the At-
lantic Film Festival, earning a 10-
minute standing ovation from the 
packed theatre.  

The documentary follows the life of 
Joseph Rotblat, the Polish physicist 
who worked on --  and then walked 
away from -- the Manhattan project. 
Chronicling his incredible life, from his early 
youth to his death in 2005, it tells the story of 
a man who sought to inject personal responsi-
bility into science, and whose philosophy is 
the backbone of the Pugwash Conferences on 
Science and World Affairs.  

A special showing of the movie was hosted 
by the Pugwash Peace Exchange on October 
3rd. The organization, which seeks to con-
struct and operate an interpretive and educa-
tional centre based on peace and nuclear dis-
armament, was originally started by Joseph

Rotblat. He was also its first Honourary Pa-
tron. 

“The film was so powerful and moving. It 
really made me think about what a threat nu-
clear weapons are to the world, and how we 
should never grow complacent,” says Norene 
Smiley, a resident of Pugwash. 

The very existence of some 27,000 
nuclear weapons in the world is 
cause for concern in itself," says 
Bednarski. "There are now more 
nuclear weapons states than there 
were during the Cold War, as well 
as non-state actors seeking weapons 
of mass destruction and dirty 
bombs."

Conference members, including the PPE’s 
Honourary Patron, Senator Romeo Dallaire, 
“The Strangest Dream” demonstrates the re-
newed threat of nuclear weapons, while en-
couraging hope through the example of mor-
ally engaged scientists and citizens.

Filling such large shoes was a daunting task, but once again, we have been incredibly fortunate. The Pugwash 
Peace Exchange would like to announce the appointment of Ernie Regehr, O.C. as its new Advisory Council 
Chair.  

Ernie is co-founder of Project Ploughshares and currently serves as Senior Policy Advisor. He is also Adjunct 
Associate Professor in Peace and Conflict Studies at Conrad Grebel University College, University of Waterloo, and a Fellow of 
the Centre for International Governance Innovation. 

His work on conflict zones, especially in East Africa, has included Track II diplomacy efforts related to the conflict in southern 
Sudan, and he is on the Board of the Africa Peace Forum of Nairobi, Kenya. He is a former Commissioner of the World Council 
of Churches Commission on International Affairs. Ernie has served as an NGO representative and expert advisor on numerous 
Government of Canada delegations to multilateral disarmament forums. In 1990-1991 he was Canada’s representative on the 
United Nations Group of Governmental Experts on Arms Transfer Transparency that led to the creation in 1992 of the UN Con-
ventional Arms Register. In 2001 he was an advisor to the Government of Kenya in the development of a regional arms control 
agreement on small arms known as the Nairobi Declaration. 

In Ernie’s own words: “It’s a huge pleasure to be part of the Pugwash Peace Exchange. The PPE’s celebration and revival of the 
original Pugwash vision – building bridges of understanding to a world without nuclear weapons – is as urgent as ever, and the 
PPE’s commitment to engaging people from all sectors of society is critical to realizing that vision.”
